Review of Dr. Dinesh’s CAT IN HUMAN Seminar in Japan
In March 18th – 19th 2006, we had an exclusive two-day seminar on CAT FAMILY. It was a very exciting and illuminating learning experience for all of us. 

Dr. Dinesh started this journey by discussing about why do human needs remedy from different kingdom. Further he taught us in detail about the key issues of animal kingdom and its classification. He explained in detail the issues of prey and predator animals. This way of classification made the vast kingdom easy to understand.
